The 2010 Solo and Small Ensemble Festival will be held at Florissant Valley Community College, 3400 Pershall Road, St. Louis, Missouri, on Friday afternoon and evening, and Saturday morning and afternoon, March 5 and 6, 2010.

FESTIVAL HEADQUARTERS
Festival headquarters will be in the Student Center lower level, room PDR-A. Rating sheets and certificates will be available at this location, and ratings will be posted adjacent to the headquarters.

BUS UNLOADING
Busses should unload and park in lot P-17, next to the track. Students and others arriving by cars may park in any area.

FOOD AND SNACKS
Participants may stay at Florissant Valley Community College and eat in the cafeteria.  Sandwiches, fries, pizza, salads, deserts, and drinks will be available until 6:00 p.m. on Friday, and from 8:00 a.m. until 2:00 p.m. Saturday.
SMOKING
Florissant Valley Community College has smoke-free buildings. Smoking must be outside.

MUSIC FOR ADJUDICATORS
No xeroxed or copied scores are to be submitted to the adjudicators. Any solo or group that submits a score or solo part that is not a published, original, printed piece of music will be disqualified.  Permission to copy must come from the publisher, not the music dealer. If a student does not perform from memory, the soloist must perform from an original published piece of music. PLEASE INCLUDE YOUR SCHOOL’S NAME ON ALL MUSIC SO THAT LOST MUSIC CAN BE RETURNED TO YOU IF MISPLACED. All found music will be at the festival headquarters. Music given to the judges must have each measure numbered.

PLAYING IN HALLWAYS
Florissant Valley has asked that students not go into buildings that are not being used for music festival performances. Also please do not disturb the performance areas by playing and/or singing in the halls.  Teachers, please make certain that your students know and understand this.
PERCUSSION EQUIPMENT
The Multi-Purpose Room (MPR) in the Student Center will have 4 timpani, marimba, xylophone, chimes, and bass drum, provided by Ritenour High School, Hadley Haux director

SCHEDULE CHANGES AND CONFLICTS

If you have a conflict between events, please contact the festival chair in writing by e-mail so that the conflict can be resolved. If you have cancellations, it would be appreciated if you could contact the festival chair so that times made available by the cancellations can be made available to others who might need a time change.
